
Zimbabwe started 2024 with a severe drought.  With very low rainfall, crop yields dropped significantly and the two main local 
food crops, maize and sorghum, have been especially hit, leading to hunger in many rural communities. In response, No Barriers 
Education Foundation increased the quantities of maize and beans it supplies to its partner schools, to guarantee children receive 
every school day a substantial cooked meal at lunchtime. This keeps kids well-fed while at school and gives them energy for their 
long walks home.
